


SUsSRIZ Introduction to Buddhist Studies
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Introduction to Buddhist Studies familiarizes students with areas that Buddhist Studies currently
covers — a study of Buddhist doctrine based on Buddhist ideas, history of Buddhism that deals with
the development of Buddhism and applied Buddhist studies that have improved by linking to various
issues important in modern society. This class also introduces students to research findings and
regional development of Buddhism in India, China, Korea and Japan and explores the future of
Buddhist Studies.

S O|eHutAISH The Buddhist meditation and regional practice
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Understanding of the basic Buddhist meditation and cultivating the basis for Seon meditation through
the understanding and practice of the basic methods of the Buddhist meditation.
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This lecture aims at understanding Philosophy and Culture originated from India. through the social
and cultural background. It will follow the origin and development of Indian thought including Indian
Buddhism through examining the social, political, literary, and artistic background.

MoJo|sf Study of Seon[Chan/Zen]
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Students will understand the concept of and major ideas of Seon. Students will analyze the meaning
of Seon through a study

of Seon history and the culture of East-Asian Chan(Seon). Students will also study the present
temple-stay programs which are widely offered in Korea and other countries.

Buddhist Classical Chinese
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This course aims at 1mproving students' reading ability of Buddhist classical Chinese. In this course,
we read some Buddhist texts written in classical Chinese, focusing its grammar and syntax.
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The origin, development, and decline of Indian Buddhism ; historical outline of general Indian
Buddhism : to focus on easy and exact understanding of Indian Buddhism that is origin of Buddhism.
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A survey of basic concepts in Indian meditation such as the major thoughts, the meditative methods
and its history.
1. The meditation and its methods described in the Early Buddhist literature.
2. The thoughts and meditative methods in the Abhidharma and Mahayana Buddhism.

Z2I|gn Early Buddhism
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In order to understand Korean Buddhism, it is important to understand what the original buddhism
may be and how it has developed from its very early stage. This lecture surveys Early Indian
Buddhism through examining the internal doctrinal development and the external relationship between
Buddhism, Jainism, and Brahmanism.

SZEWAL History of Chinese Buddhism
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Chinese Buddhism has developed with one of the enormous mountain ranges in Chinese Thoughts.
This course surveys the historical and cultural background of Chinese Buddhism which became the
mental anchor to Chines people during 2,000 years in their history. It helps students to understand
the original position of Chinese Buddhism, not the serial of Indian Buddhism. In particular, students
will focus on their study that Chinese Buddhism had influences on politics, economy, culture and the
whole society in China.
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Korean Buddhism, which treats Indian Buddhism and Chinese Buddhism subjectively, is a 'localized
Buddhism' and one vehicle Buddhism or one Mahayana Buddhism beyond Mahayana and Hinayana.
Korean Buddhism has become the unique philosophy and culture of Korea while forming 'national
Buddhism' in the era of Sinra and 'Korean Buddhism in the era of Goryeo after the process of
'physical synthesis'(mix) and 'chemical osmosis'(boiling). It played a pivotal role to overcome national
crisis wisely by cultivating the foundation of independent Buddhism in the era of Joseon and it
conformed its new position as a center of national culture in the era of Daehan. The purpose of this
lecture is to enlarge recognition and understanding of Korean Buddhism in the international society
by clarifying universality and specialty of Korean Buddhism, which has been congested and incarnated
in Korea without escaping from the original flow of Buddhism based on middle way and conditioned
arising although it was introduced via India and China. Furthermore, it will search for the sound
understanding of Korean culture and philosophy by researching history and philosophy of Buddhism,
which has been the foundation of identity and recognition frame of Korean people.

HESH Study of Pureland-Buddhism
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The goal of this class is to deliver lectures on the pure land doctrine and its practicing method to
establish the Buddhist views of the other world, and to instruct the pure land Buddhist culture.

MIISICHALS] Seon & Contemporary Society
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The searching for the alternative and derection of Seon on the causes of various problems such as

mental problems, environmental crisis, family problems and the conflict between the rich and the
poor.
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The History of Buddhist Community is the study of Buddhist communities that worship Buddha's
thought. The Buddhist community means a group that lives together and pursues the teachings of
Buddha who became enlightened. As the community was established, many rites and precepts were
needed to maintain it, for example, the ritual of practice, the ritual of repentance, the ritual of
abstention and repentance and the precepts for Buddhist monks and nuns. This class familiarizes
students with the development process of Buddhist communities.

1A} The Classical Yoga
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A purpose of this course is to understand the religious and philosophical significance of Classical

Yoga in addition to the character of dualism that is inseparably related to Classical Yoga. Especially
students study the Yoga system of Patanjali in order to understand the mysticism of India in general.
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Jainism has been one of the major sramanic religious traditions in India. This lecture aims as

understanding the historical and doctrinal contents of Jainism through examining various cultural and
religious settings of India and through looking at the Jain's metaphysics, epistemology and ethics.

OH|=} Abhidharma Buddhism
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This course is a general survey of Abhidharma Buddhism. After a breif introduction to its canonical
literature, it deals with the development of Abhidharmamic philosophical systems, such as the
Sarvastivada. This course focuses on investigating the basic concepts of Abhidharma Buddhism, such
as dharma, the consciousness process, karma and rebirth.

SAMAMY Chinese Seon Thoughts
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The understanding the history and thoughts in Chinese Seon.

HIOFAPLF Philosophy of Prajna
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This subject is concerned with the essence of prajna, the process and method of gaining prajna. While
studying it, we read the scriptures and treatises of Mahayana Buddhism including Prajna Sutra.

S745l8H 1) Theory of Practice for Buddhist Shanga(I)
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This course is opened to cultivate the refinement and qualification of the monks and nuns of the
Korean Buddhist Chogye Order who are in the colleges of Buddhism. Through the guide of the
specialists in the field of Buddhism and other spheres, they learn the theories and methods needed
in the process of propagation of Buddhism in modern society.

57 4olsh 1) Theory of Practice for Buddhist Shanga(1l)
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This course is opened to cultivate the refinement and qualification of the monks and nuns of the
Korean Buddhist Chogye Order who are in the colleges of Buddhism. Through the guide of the
specialists in the field of Buddhism and other spheres, they learn the theories and methods needed
in the process of propagation of Buddhism in modern society.
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Sanskrit is an essential language for comprehension of Indian Philosophy and Buddhism. In this class,
we are mainly concerned with the alphabets, the rules of pronunciation, the grammatical structure,
and the basic composition of Sanskrit.

S WS Exploration of Buddhist Studies
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This is a “exploration” course intended to enable “the beginners” to dive directly into Buddhist
Studies as major upon successful completion of the first step. The course surveys the historical
development of Buddhist Studies leading to Vimukti and Nirvana by transcending non-self and the
wheel of life from Early Buddhism (Agama Studies) and Sectarian Buddhism (Abhidharma Studies) to
Prajfia-madhyamika Studies, Yogacara Studies, Esoteric Buddhist studies (Tantrism), Studies of the
San-lun School, Studies of the Nirvana School, Studies of the Abhidharma-kosa School, Studies of the
Satyasiddhi School, Studies of the Yogacarabhtimi-$astra, Studies of the Mahayanasamgraha, Studies
of the Southern Mountain School, Studies of the Mantra School, Studies of Ci-en (Z&)’s
Dharma-laksana, T'ien—t'ai Studies, Avatamsaka Studies, Pure Land Buddhist Studies, Propagation of
Buddhism, Wonhyo Studies, Uisang Studies, Chinul Studies, and Hujeong Studies.

ZUsSHE Introduction to Religious Studies
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Understanding human religiosity through the study of various religious phenomenons, i.e., beliefs,
symbols, myth, ethics, experience, doctrine, ritual, and social formations as they are displayed in the
world religions.
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This subject studies the flow and contents of Korean Seon thoughts from the transmittance of Chinese
Chan (Seon) to the modern Korea and also researches the characteristics and roles of Seon Masters
of each times. In addition to that, this course studies the establishment and development of Jogye
Order of Korean Buddhism.

Understanding of Buddhist Cultural
Contents
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Buddhist cultural contents are cultural contents produced by creative methods based on subject
matters such as the cultural heritage of Buddhism, lifestyles and related social phenomenon, and
pursuing Buddhist values. This class examines various examples of the development of cultural
contents and the process on understand, administration, application of Buddhist cultural assets(holy
relics), main building of composition, sanctum, mansions of temple and Buddhist culture of buddhist
statue, hand sign, Buddha & Boddhisattva etc. This class will guide students to cultivate creativity
that Buddhism provides. Moreover, this class explores the way to produce something to know,




something to show, something to eat and something to entertain by creating various Buddhist cultural
contents.

S[EtR7t Hatha Yoga
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In the history of thoughts and practices of yoga, hatha yoga is a representative branch after classical
yoga. This course explores main ideas and discipline theories, that is theory of body and body-based
practice of hatha yoga. Through these studies, students can develop comprehensive thinking about
traditional yoga of after—classical-yoga period. Consequently, they establish exact theoretical
standpoint and foundation of practice of yoga.
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Usually religion has its own laws. For example, Canon law is the body of regulations made by Church
leadership, for the government of a Christian organization or church and its members and the same
is the buddhism. According to the democracy and openness of the society, positive laws which are
so called man-made law frequently permeate to the territory of religion by means of taxation and
administrative regulation. Because law is deeply implicated in our economic, political, and social
world, pursuit of social change invariably involves an engagement with law. And then what effects
does law have? Tax has become an important governmental tool for influencing many aspects of
modern civil life. Does religion also should be led to comply with the laws including tax rules? From
this perspective, this course will survey and study the field of buddhism, law, management and
taxation. This course will also address the tension between functional, economic arguments and those
phrased in moral terms. This course is aimed at a general audience of students; no background in
religion, law and economics is needed to take it. This course examines not only the concept of
taxable income, but also how the government uses the tax to influence the behavior of taxpayers
across the income spectrum.
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In this subject, we will interpret Buddhist scriptures by combining with other disciplines to reflect the
spirit of the times in the 4th Industrial Revolution. With the developing of the fourth industrial
revolution, information and communication technologies(ICT) is developing at a rapid pace. our life
changes rapidly, too. With existing interpretations of Buddhist scriptures, it is not easy to present to
modern people how the interpretations could consider problems in this era. Therefore, in this subject,
we will try to make a new modern interpretation of scriptures through other studies, and explore




answers to these problems. To this end, we go through diverse studies of religious psychology, we
could find how it associates with Buddhist thought. Also, we will study how these processes could
help to understand human beings and this era.

HIS of = Buddhism and English into the era of
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This lecture aims at developing global attitues to understand cultural diversities between the East and
the Wast through Buddhist perspectives. Buddhism is said to be the only rigion which penetrates all
partof Asian countries and people, while well known to the West with possitive Asian value and
practice. Buddhism together with its universical value and wisdom has spread all around world. When
it arrived to a certain place Buddhim dressed with local culture and became successfully localised
with people living there. By undetstanding Buddhist ability to be with globalisation as well as with
localisation, students will learn how to see the diversity of various religions and culture in the
contemporary society.

EItHIo-l Tibetan
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Understanding Tibetan language takes a major role to reconstruct the Indian Buddhist texts in which

the original Sanskrit version is missing. It also is a key to access the vast amount texts preserved
in the Tibetan Tripitaka. This lecture aims at studying the Tibetan language from its basic grammar.

Aest Study of Buddhist Precepts and Rules
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The Study of Buddhist Precepts and Rules is the study of ethics and norms that Buddhists should
keep. The phrase of ‘precepts and rules'is a conjugation of two words. Precepts stand for willing
ethical disciplines, and rules stand for other-directed norms. The rules are disciplines of Buddhist
communities. As the Buddhist community was established, the rules represented various disciplines
required to maintain order in the community, and those who violated the rules suffered punishment.
The book of rules helps to understand this. Buddhist precepts and rules play a role in keeping order
in Buddhist communities. The precepts and rules have been variously interpreted and developed by
reflecting the sprit of the times in different periods of history and society. This class provides basic
understanding of Buddhist ethics, society and culture.

=St Philosophy of Madhyamika
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This subject is concerned with the ideological background Nagarjuna's treatises such as




"Madhyamakakarikas are written, their influence on the later Mahayana Buddhism including

Madhyamika and Yogacara school, the history of the commentaries on Nagarjuna's
"Madyamakakarikas and aryadeva's "Catusatakas , the thought of the later Madhyamika school that
accepted the Yogacara Buddhism, the relation between the later Madhyamika school and Tibetan
Buddhism.

ZE}SH Study of Tien-tai
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Study of Tien-tai familiarizes students with the structural characteristics of Tien—tai established in
China, examining thelife, works and ideas of Tien-tai.

StEM AL The practice of Korean Seon literature
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The investigation of the essentials of Korean Seon and understanding the meaning of Korean Seon
literature.

=1 Yogacara Buddhism
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This course is a general survey of Yogacara Buddhism. After a general introduction to the history
of the thoughts of this school, this course deal with Vasubhandu's Trestise in Thirty Stanzas
translated in English.

#1304 Pali
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This lecture aims at learning the Pali language which is one of the oldest Prakrit languages known
as Middle Indo-Arian and is different from Sanskrit, the Old Indo—Aryan. From the Buddhist point of
view, Pali is older than Sanskrit since Prakrit is the language of the Early Buddhist tradition. Through
learning this language we can access the Pali tipitaka, the one and only complete collection of the
early Buddhist texts.

e S Indian Epistemology and Logic
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This lecture deals with the Nyaya system, the realistic and ontological hindu philosophy, through
reading the original Sanskrit text in order to understand Indian traditional and Buddhist epistemology
and logic.

ol w-EHIlZy Esoteric and Tibetan Buddhism
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This course will introduce the student to the main teachings of Esoteric Buddhism and its assimilation
in Tibet. We will address the question of the special characteristics of Esoteric Buddhism that
differentiate it from other forms of Mahayana, and we will gain some insight into the history of
Tibetan monasteries, their rituals, meditation practices and the philosophical doctrines.

SO[A|OITf&E L Mahayana Buddhism in East Asia
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In this course, students will study the historical background and the necessity of Mahayana Buddhism.
This course will help students to understand in—depth study of basic thoughts composed of Mahayana
Buddhism in their developing process complementarily. Students will examine how Mahayana
Buddhism was propagated to East Asia, including Central Asia, China, Korea, Japan, Tibet and
Western Society.

{LE_QI-E Seon culture theory
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The examination of the contents and its methods of the desirable Seon culture through the theory
and practice of the Seon culture which exists in various fields of the life of modern people.
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The Temple should be a spiritual sanctuary as well as a teaching place. This course deals with temple
management and administration of religious affairs to achieve the ultimate goal of Buddhism for the
human being in the capitalistic society.
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We research into the structure and principles of eco—system in the viewpoint of Buddhist conceptions,
e. g. the interdependence — emptiness - interrespect. In terms of this research do we contribute to
the Buddhist solution of the environmental crisis in the modern society.

715 AlS The practice of Ganwha Seon
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The comprehensive investigation of the formation, system, construction, meditative methods,
checking, and recognition in Ganwha Seon.

S WAMSIA QR SH Buddhist Thoughts and Western Philosophy
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We investigate the common problems of Buddhism and philosophy, e.g. the principles of human
nature, the harmony of human beings & natural world, and the desirable criterion of the good and
bad. Thereby do we search a contemporary interpretation of Buddhist thoughts.

S|4 Buddhist Leadership
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The purpose is to help students learn all related theories about both Buddha's leadership and general
leadership corresponding to the practical and normative necessities to raise social leaders inspired
by Buddhist thought. After a thorough evaluation of such theories, modern leadership theories
founded on the Buddhist thought will be investigated and developed. Furthermore, it aims to nurture
students’ leadership based on the Buddha's teaching through case studies on the representative
leaders of our time.

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Indian philosophy has offered the uninterrupted and innovated method to give brand-new
interpretation on traditional Indian thought in order to meet with the Western civilization. Modern
Indian thinkers, such as Vivekananda and Orobindo could be the prime examples to show how flexible
Indian thought is. This lecture will learn the newly innovated philosophy of those modern and
contemporary Indian thinkers together with their life, their surroundings and their thought.

Korean Buddhism, which has been matured and fermented in soil, weather, nature and culture of
Korea, has created recognition systems and concept systems of Korea people as Korean
representative religion with Pungryu interpenetrated Cheonsin Devotion, Sansin Devotion and Shaman
Devotion. In other words, Korean Buddhism completed the Buddhism of ‘mix’ and ‘boiling’ while
advancing to ‘one vehicle’ or ‘one Mahayana' Buddhism, which harmonizes Huayan and Vijnanavada
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or Chan and Huayan through the sign of ‘nature’ and ‘character’ unlike Indian Buddhism, which
established the foundation of Mahayana Buddhism represented by Madyamika and consciousness—only
through the sign of ‘emptiness’ and ‘existence’ or Chinese Buddhism, which founded one vehicle
Buddhism of Tiantai, Huayan, Chan and pure land through the sign of ‘principal’ and ‘affair’. The
purpose of this lecture is to research synthetic and unique character of Korean Buddhism Philosophy,
Korean representative religion, which created ‘one vehicle’ Buddhism beyond Mahayana being
opposite to Hanayana and ‘one Mahayana' Buddhism embracing Mahayana being denied as an opposite
Buddhism of Hanayana.

%ﬂg 2J&t Psychology of Religion
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Psychology of religion consists of the application of psychological methods and interpretive
frameworks to religious traditions, as well as to both religious and irreligious individuals. This course
investigates how religious expressions are treated by major psychological theorists such as Freud,
Jung, and James.

NAZEZ World Religions
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Objective study of world religions: their origins, developments, and histories. Special attention will
be given to the issue of the historical nature of religions and hermeneutical method of interpretations.
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In this course students will develop an understanding of counseling related issues confronting children
and adolescents that may impede personal, social, or academic success, and overall development.
This course also focuses on developing the ability to synthesize meditation and psychotherapeutic
skills for counseling children and adolescents.

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Modern yoga has been rapidly widespreaded from India after 19th century, and now has many various
forms. In this class, students overview the modern yoga with relation to traditional yoga. By
examining modern applications and transformations of traditional yoga, understanding of
contemporary yoga is enhanced.

m AT 0|%Il_|- A Theory and Practice of Seon Counseling
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Seon, derived from the Buddhist theory of mind, offers sophisticated psychologies to guide the way
to break free from mental distress. This class enables students to understand the essence and
perspectives of Buddhist psychology by practicing Seon counseling and studying theory of Seon
psychotherapy.

RIMAIS(THAEDZRI) Practice in Yoga(capstone design)
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In this course, practical techniques of traditional yoga and modern yoga, that is asanas, pranayamas
and meditations are practiced. In addition to these, a basic grounding in yoga instructor is cultivated,
and the ability to make yoga program and teaching methods of yoga are acquired. Through these,
health of body and mind is promoted and basic practice-skill, personality and teaching ability as yoga
instructor are cultivated.

Su-la|st Buddhist Ethics
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[ think that Buddha's teachings should be reinterpreted and applied in our everyday life constantly.
Then it could acquire the modern meanings for us at the moment. This lecture will give the
opportunity for students to discuss about many ethical dilemmas of our society and find out their own
reply for it.

OI9O| Algj} Z5t Hindu Mythology and Literature
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Hindu mythology and Literature were not only a source of Hinduism but a great influence on
Buddhism. These myths and literatures have been formed a unique System that can not be
distinguished between the East and the West through religion, philosophy, and culture. It is also the
source of Indian cinema called Bollywood today, as well as Buddhist literature such as Jataka,
Buddhacarita, and Lotus Sutra. Through the myth and literature which are the foundation of religion
and philosophy, this lecture aims to develop the thinking ability that can be used creatively and
applied to today's reason and Buddhism.
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This course focuses to help students' understanding and experiencing of convergence technology

using big data, artifial inteligence, or virtual reality into meditation practice.
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
